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Rules & Regulations of School

Parents have to fill the all details given in form and submit to School Principal

For cancellation of admission, 15 days prior written application is to be submitted by patents.

School fees will not return in case of cancellation of admission in between the academic term.

Full term fees will be charge, if cancellation of admission is done after Term start.

Regular absence/continue 15 days absence or violation of School Rules will not be entertained by School
authority and lead to cancellation of admission any time.

Internal management system of school is independent to school authority. Parents are not allowed to interfere
in system.

School authority is not liable in case of any natural or man-made situations.

Students should take actively participate in outdoor sports and games for their overall growth and development
and this will be considered as acceptance from their parents; School authority is not liable for any physical
damage during those activity.

School authority is not even liable for any natural/man-made accidents or physical damage during School
Tour/Trip.

At the first stroke of the bell as per time-table all must fall in line immediately and form the lines for the
assembly where they will recite Prayers and subsequently move silently to their class-rooms.

All are expected to speak in ENGLISH/HINDI in SCHOOL.

Utmost cleanliness must be observed in school premises. Throwing litter, pieces of paper, seeds and skins of
fruits is strictly prohibited. Use of dustbins provided, should be made for this.

Writing or scribbling on walls and desk, benches or anywhere else is strictly prohibited.

Any kind of damage done by pupils to the school equipments, furniture, building, etc. will have to make good
and penalty shall be decided by the Principal.

Strict regularity, implicit obedience, politeness, courtesy in speech and conduct and cleanliness of books, dress
and person are rigidly insisted upon.

Silence must be observed in the corridors and on the stairs during class hours. They should not be found talking
in between periods.

The school shall not be held responsible for books, money, clothes and other articles that are lost. Students
must look after their own things. It is not advisable for pupils to have money, valuable articles or jewellery with
them. Harmful or lethal objects should not be brought to school. Beware; it is criminal to carry harmful or lethal
objects.
